
Lyrath Estate Hotel, Spa & Convention Centre

This project involves the construction 
of a 5 star 140-bedroom hotel with 
conference Facilities for 2,000 
people plus leisure centre and Spa.

Constructed in structural steel 
framing and loadbearing block 
supporting precast floors and roof 
and clad in brick and timber.



O’Moore Park, Portlaoise
This project is being developed on the grounds adjacent 

to O’Moore Park GAA grounds involving the construction

of a 7 storey development constructed in 3 blocks over a 

double basement car park to the entire footprint.

The development comprises of 97 apartments, 16 retail

outlets, crèche, gym, offices, 15,000ft2 supermarket and 

1750 car packing spaces.

The building is framed in structural steel supporting 

precast floors and roof and clad in brick supported on

a piled basement with Secant pile walls to perimeter.



Ardilea, Lover’s Lane, Kilkenny

Development of high 
specification Housing 
Scheme consisting of 19 
large houses and 72 town 
houses and apartments. 

We successfully managed 
this project from inception 
through to final grant of 
permission.

This project is located 
adjacent to Lovers lane Fenn, 
an area of special scientific 
interest. The nature of the 
site required a sensitive 
approach to the infrastructure 
planning.

8 Classroom Accelerated School, Athy, Co. Kildare

2 number 16 Classroom Accelerated Schools and Gymnasium, Kellystown, Dublin

8 Classroom Accelerated School Rochestown Co. Cork
These four schools indicated 
are part of a Department of 
Education scheme to build 
30 schools in a 9 month 
period including planning 
and design and 
construction.

The schools include 2 
number 16 classroom 
schools and a Gym at 
Kellystown, Dublin and one 
8 classroom school at Athy, 
Kildare and one 8 classroom 
school at Rochestown, Cork. 

The 9 month program 
necessitated extensive use 
of pre-fabrication 
techniques. 

Pre production started as 
planning was lodged and 
construction accelerated to 
a 5 month program



Fota Wildlife Park, New Offices Cork

This project includes a refurbishment of the existing car park and the construction of a number of 
single storey offices.

The proposed buildings include a new entrance canopy to the existing car park a visitor centre, a 
new café and gift shop and an administration building. 

Also to be provided will be a new toilet block and holding building for Macaque monkeys.

This project will involve the construction of a number of bespoke administration and public building 
and animal enclosures in a working wildlife park and as such careful controls and project 
management is paramount.
